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Abstract

This paper aims to publish and study a two linen shrouds, the fist textile piece
of sn-nfr was numbered with (A), while the second textile piece of A3k was
numbered with (B); the first piece is decorated with many Colors belonging to
sn-nfr in good condition, it’s Preserved at the Egyptian Museum (JE 54885),
While the second piece is decorated in black ink belonging to &3k, it’s Preserved
at the Louvre Museum (E 14501A), the study is based on two main points, which
are: the first point: introduction the so-called shrouds of Deir el-Madina and
shedding the artistic style as followed in implementing its decorations, As for
second point: A comparative analytical study of the text in the two pieces. To
determine the identity of the owner of the shroud as well as the artistic features
in depicting the owner of the shroud.
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
