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Abstract

This study analyzes the economics of managing archaeological and heritage sites in the Jazan Region
of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, focusing on balancing heritage preservation and change to enhance
economic value. Through a descriptive-analytical methodology that relies on data collection from
previous studies, government reports, and expert interviews, the study reviews the current situation and
challenges facing the management of these sites, such as lack of funding, absence of strategic planning,
and weak community awareness. The results indicate significant opportunities to improve the local
economy by developing tourism infrastructure and raising awareness of the importance of heritage. The
study recommends increasing funding allocated to archaeological sites, formulating integrated
management strategies, launching awareness campaigns, and improving infrastructure to support
tourism. The study emphasizes that effective management of archaeological sites can contribute to
sustainable development by achieving a balance between heritage preservation and thoughtful changes
to enhance economic value.
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
